The grade of Registered CAD Practitioner is for CAD users/operators who have received professional training and have at least one year’s experience in a CAD role.  Academic qualifications are not assessed for this level of membership and entry into membership is based on an assessment of CAD drawings and the skills listed below.

Please complete and submit an application with three or four CAD drawings.  The drawings must be created by you and signed and verified by your first referee.
A one-page report should be submitted that covers how you meet the common skill sets below, and then with each drawing submitted please give the purpose of the drawing and just the specific skill employed in producing this drawing (one or two sentences should be sufficient).
· preparing a CAD system for drawing creation

· creating graphical objects

· modifying graphical objects and textural objects

· creating and storing grouped and linked objects for future use

· creation and exchange of drawing and image files

· applying dimensions and text to drawings

· controlling the display of drawings on the screen

· interrogating drawings

· laying out and present drawings to relevant standards

· organising file structures

· preparing output devices

· maintaining the integrity of a CAD system

· identifying safety procedures and legislation relevant to your working environment
The drawings and reports will be assessed to ensure that you meet the criteria listed and you will be informed of the outcome of your application shortly after the review.
